Outreach Spotlight on...

CAIM, Our Council for American Indian Ministry

The Outreach Commission provided direct support this year for the Council for American Indian Ministry or CAIM, a
little known ministry of the United Church of Christ. Ordinarily the Neighbors in Need Special Offering of the UCC is
the main source of support for CAIM, with otierd of that offering distributed to CAIM. The Outreach Commission
directed that the entire amount of our Church's recent offering be paid directly to CAIM.

CAIM is the voice for American Indians (commonly known as Native Americans) in the UCC. CAIM provides Chris-
tian ministry and witness to American Indians and to the whole UCC. It supports the work of local American Indian
churches and their pastors. It encourages the enlistment and education of American Indians for ministry. CAIM also
strives to be a resource for American Indians in other UCC congregations across the lands, to provide them support al
to strengthen their participation in the life of the church. CAIM hopes to create an active and vocal support group on is
sues involving CAIM and for American Indian people in general. CAIM desires to strengthen youth and young adult
involvement in the local and national church. It communicates to the entire UCC the issues of justice that affect Ameri-
can Indian life.

Most of the CAIM churches are located in isolated reservation land areas established by the federal government, and
inherently poverty stricken. Economic opportunities are limited, thereby causing unemployment to go as high as 60
80% on some reservations. Pastor salaries, before offerings became available through General Synod action, were pr
vided through generous benefactors and fundraising efforts by early missionaries. Presently, CAIM is supported throu
churchsupported offerings the Neighbors in Need Offering is now its main source of support. The bulk of these re-
sources go to the 21 American Indian congregations for pastoral leadership (paying salaries, but no benefits). The res
used in supporting seminarians, youth ministries, preparing educational events, advocating for justice issues important
CAIM, and enabling CAIM members to participate in the whole UCC.

Two vital areas of CAIM's ministry that will receive primary attention in the coming years are the youth and young adul
ministry and the Eagle Butte Learning Center at Eagle Butte, South Dakota. There are plans for a variety of programs,
including working with national staff and their Council for Youth and Young Adult Ministries. Workshops and retreats
for youth will be held at the Eagle Butte Learning Center for discussion groups and for other valued leadership training
The Eagle Butte Learning Center has goals to prepare people for pastoral and lay leadership and promote spiritual
growth, healing and crosaultural understanding.

Indian Ministry in the UCC was started in the Aii800's in the Dakotas by the Congregational Church. The Evangelical
and Reformed Indian Mission established in Black River Falls, WI came with the merge in 1957, and, CAIM itself
brought the All Nations Indian Church from the community of Minneapolis into its fold in 1@86rst urban Indian

church to serve that growing need. Native American Spirituality is still very present on the reservations and in commurn
ties where the 21 active churches are located.

The unique need of CAIM comes from that historic first encounter, more than 130 years ago, with missionaries sent to
"the foreign missions" by the American Board of Foreign Missions and, seven years later, the American Missionary As
sociation. In that era, American Indians everywhere were targeted for assimilation into society with schooling, training,
and religious education provided by the government and missions. Historically, the forebears of the UCC have estab-
lished churches and worked with Lakota, Dakota, Mandan, Hidatsa, Arickara, and Hocak in North and South Dakota,
Wisconsin, and Northern Nebraska. Today there are 20 active congregations on reservations and one drhah multi
church in Minneapolis. There are a thousand other individuals from just as many othertribes and nations scattered in
nearly every conference in the UCC.
